Background for the Don Smith Award

In 1978, Don Smith became a docent.  He was a native of Alabama, and before coming to Sacramento, was a retired engineer and a Boy Scout District Commissioner.  he quickly became immersed in docent activity and toured almost daily.  He served as tour chair for several years. Although suffering from diabetes, he continued his tour chair job (with his wife’s help), even when he became blind and bedridden.

He passed away in 1983.  As suggested by docent Dick Saldine, the Zoological Society presented a plaque in his memory, to be awarded to a docent or docents who have given outstanding dedication to the docent program in several aspects of docent life.  It was later decided that a docent must be active for five years to be considered for this honor.
