VOLUNTEER GROUP PROJECT GUIDELINES

Volunteer projects can be arranged for any day of the week, year round, for groups of no more than 25 people.   Student groups require one adult for every 5 students, with a maximum of 20 students.  Students must be at least 14 years old and must present a Parental Release Form for any student under the age of 18.

Projects are general clean up, trash removal, leaf raking or other jobs requiring no prior training.    If possible, the volunteer groups can remain at the Zoo for a visit after the work project is completed.  

Work projects can start as early as 8:30 or as late as noon and last for about three hours.

It is the responsibility of the group leader to call the Zoo and cancel in case of rain.  (The Zoo works in all weather.)

Participants in group projects should follow these guidelines:

1.  Dress according to weather.

2.  Wear closed type shoes and socks.

3.  Cut offs and bare tops  (halters, tank tops, etc.) are not permitted.

4.  Bring work gloves if possible.

5.  All groups must sign in and sign out at the security shack at Gate H.

6.  No smoking is allowed during project time.

Group leaders should arrange for project dates at least two weeks in advance.   Projects may be scheduled as far ahead as wished.   Projects will be confirmed by email or regular mail if email is not available.
