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CONSIDERATIONS  (Please read thoroughly before completing)
Students MUST be 14 years old as of the application deadline, February 28 (no exceptions, please).  This program is not a summer recreation program or babysitting service.  We are looking for responsible, enthusiastic students with an interest in working in zoological environment and who can interact positively with guests.  Students of all academic levels will be considered for the program.

Those accepted into the program, as “regulars” will be scheduled to volunteer one eight-hour day each week from the first week of June (or after the student’s last day of school) through mid-August (for example, every Tuesday from June 5-August 14 ).  Those accepted into the program as “floaters” will be called and offered days to fill in for “regulars.”  Zoo Teens are required to report to their Volunteer job on all of their scheduled days. 

Before submitting this application, students with a heavy schedule of summer activities such as sports, band camps, long vacations, jobs, etc. should consider whether or not they have the time to commit to the program.  If you will miss more than TWO SCHEDULED DAYS, please consider not applying.  Students with too many commitments on their scheduled day may not be considered for the program.

STUDENT COMMITMENT
