SUMMER STUDENT PROGRAM

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

Students must meet Zoo’s policy of minimum age 14.

Procedure to follow to secure placement for summer program:

Student and parent / guardian should attend the information / orientation session prior to the end of school and the beginning of  summer break .   Letters of invitation will be sent to all who inquire and leave name and address.   That session is scheduled sometime in early May.    If a student is unable to attend, arrangements can be made to waive this requirement.

After the initial information session, each student will:

1) Complete a volunteer application

2) Provide 2 letters of recommendation from non-family persons

3) Provide a complete calendar schedule showing dates when student can start the program, when the student must stop the program and every date and time when the student will be available to volunteer and every date and time when the student will NOT be available to volunteer.   From the available dates, a schedule will be arranged.  For Children's Zoo assignments, students must commit to two days a week for at least eight weeks of the summer. 

4) Schedule an individual interview through the Volunteer Office.   At the interview, interests can be discussed and initial assignments can be made.
