1. First contact:

( Educator initiated welcoming and greeted group cheerfully

2. Before beginning program:

( Educator was prepared to begin program prior to group arrival

( Educator introduced herself/himself & assistants to group

( Educator introduced topic & vocabulary

3. During presentation:

( Program started on time and ended on time (applicable as long as the group was on time)

( Presentation was not rushed (applicable as long as the group was on time)

( All animals, biofacts, and props selected were used during the program

( All the time allotted was used – no “fillers” needed
