Award Requirements

Elephant Pins (5, 10, 15, 20, 25, etc.) and Paw Pins

· To be awarded by Membership Chair

· Count Active Status years only; Special Active does not count
These awards are presented by the Awards Committee Chair and Committee:
Certificates of Appreciation/ Unsung Heroes Awards:
In all cases, be sensitive to the feelings of the recipient, especially if joke props accompany the award certificate

A. Requirements: anyone that is an outstanding help to the docents.  This can be a docent or a non-docent, including spouses

B. Description: This is a framed certificate, sometimes with joke additions such as a decorated hat or magic wand, etc.

C. These awards are not required to be awarded every year.  Some years there may be no qualified person for this award.

D. This category includes all “creative awards”.
Bruno Memorial Trophy for Unbridled Enthusiasm:

“Most Enthusiastic New Docent”

A. Requirements:  This award will only be given in the first one to three years 

of service after graduation year (new docents not eligible in the year of 

graduation – e.g. 2004 docents not eligible for Jan. 2005 award ceremony).

B. Description: Perpetual Bruno Memorial Trophy (Bear) with metal plate 

      with name of recipient.  A Certificate is also awarded to recipient(s).

      (no wall plaque)

C. Suggest having only one docent receive this per year.  Exceptions at the 

      discretion of the committee if the nominees are too close to call.

Jewel Memorial Trophy for Veteran Docent(s)

A. Requirements:  A docent who has consistently gone beyond the job of office.  Must have been active at least four years following graduation year.

B. Description: A perpetual Jewel Memorial Trophy (Hippo) and base engraved with name of recipient(s).  A Certificate is also awarded to recipient(s). 

(no wall plaque)
C. Suggest having only one docent receive this per year.  Exceptions at the 

      discretion of the committee if the nominees are too close to call.

Honorary Docent

A. Requirements:  Awarded to one, non-docent person that goes out of his/her way to be of help to the docent organization (not just doing their job).

B. A docent yellow jacket with logo and a framed certificate will be given.

The recipient is also recognized on a wall plaque.

C. The recipient remains on the Trumpeter mailing list in perpetuity.

D. Suggest having only one honorary docent per year.  Exceptions are at the discretion of the committee if too close to call.  It is not necessary to award 
      this every year.

Don Smith Docent of the Year Award

A. Requirements:  Any active docent who has consistently gone way beyond the requirements of the job as docent or officer.  Must have five active years after graduation year.  This award can only be received once.
B. Description:  A perpetual Don Smith Docent of the Year wooden wall plaque with a metal plate for each year.  Each plate shall have the name of that year’s winner(s).  This plaque shall be centrally mounted near the docent activity area.  The winner shall also receive a framed certificate and a new name tag, in blue, identifying him/her as “Docent of the Year” and with the year of the award.

C. Suggest having only one docent of the year each year.  Exceptions at the discretion of the committee.
Past Presidents’ Wall Plaque

Each year for the Docent President:
· Their name and year are added to the wall plaque(s) hanging in docent area

· Their name is given to the Membership Chair for her/his records list of Honorary docents in perpetuity.  (The Membership Chair should also have added an asterisk (*) to the past President’s name in the telephone roster, and two asterisks (**) for current President.)  The President’s name is also given to Trumpeter chairperson as recipient of the Trumpeter Newsletter in perpetuity.
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
