Uniform
You are being issued a uniform shirt that is to be worn while you are here for your volunteer assignment.  In addition, you are to wear your name badge and your ID card.  You may wear an AoP sweatshirt or jacket over the shirt.  Please wear “stone”-colored chino-style slacks, walking shorts, or a skirt with the uniform shirt.  We expect that you will always look sharp and will represent the AoP well.  The uniform, name badge and ID card are the property of the AoP and must be returned if you should resign from your volunteer position.

Confidential Information
From time to time you may have access to confidential information about the Aquarium, or perhaps about other members of the staff.  It is expected that you will honor and respect those confidences and that you will rely on the judgment of those who are entrusted with the operation of the Aquarium.

Time Records

The Volunteer Services Department maintains records of each volunteer’s hours; it is important that you sign in and out on the system provided.  If you are unable to work a shift, please contact your supervisor, day captain or team leader as far in advance as possible.

Commitment

Every volunteer is asked to commit to a minimum of 4 hours per week.  Some assignments require a more extensive commitment.  The term of service, depending on your department, is four months to one year (though we really hope you will be here for many years).  This commitment is essential to providing the reliability of service that our guests and our animals deserve.  It is also important that you maintain a regular schedule.  If you find you are unable to meet your commitment, please notify the Manager of Volunteer Services immediately.
