$80/class for up to 25 students and 5 chaperones, additional students per class are $3 each. Additional chaperones are responsible the admission price on the day of your program. A minimum of 3 chaperones per class is required for grades 2 and younger. A minimum of 2 chaperones per class required for grades 3 and older. Siblings are not allowed to attend with groups that participate in this program while the zoo is closed to the public from November 1-December 1, 2011. Siblings are allowed but discouraged at other times of the year. Parents with siblings should not be included in the minimum chaperone count since they are limited in their ability to properly supervise those students in the class during the program. Any siblings that attend with the group must pay regular zoo admission rates. Program fees listed above are valid through June 8, 2012.
